
Vergil Lee Oppenheimer (1916 – 1945) 
 
Vergel Oppenheimer was born in 1916 on a farm in Kingsburg, Nebraska. He was a 
Machinist Mate Third Class (MM3) in the United States Navy in World War Two. His 
service number was 08811821 and his home of record is listed as California. His wife, 
Mrs. Lily Mae Oppenheimer lived at 440 F Street, Chula Vista, CA. 
 
He is listed as Missing in Action (MIA) or Buried at Sea on July 29, 1945 and is listed on 
the tablets of the missing at the Punchbowl – the Honolulu Memorial located at 
Honolulu, Hawaii.
